GENERAL INFORMATION & RULES OF THE sHow

IMPORTANT ENTRY INFORMATION:

e RULES REQUIRE LEGIBLE PHOTO COPIES OF THE FOLLOWING
ON ALL ENTRIES:

Registration Papers

USEF membership card for all riders, handlers, trainers, owners
AHA membership cards for all riders, handlers, trainers, owners
USEF Amateur certification (if applicable)

Contracts — All horses being purchased may only be shown under
the new owner’s name if a copy of the contract is included in
entry.

PRE-SHOW AHA MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENT:

Any Owner, Trainer, Driver, Rider or Halter Handler (including Junior
Exhibitors) who exhibit horses in the show ring or sign the entry
form as the responsible person for any individual’s horses at the
show must show a copy of the Competition Level Membership or
purchase a Single Event Membership for $10.

REGION IV CHAMPIONSHIP AHA MEMBERSHIP
REQUIREMENT:

Any Owner, Trainer, Driver, Rider or Halter Handler (including Junior
Exhibitors) who exhibit horses in the show ring or sign the entry
form as the responsible person for any individual’s horses at the
show must be a member of AHA. Single Event Memberships are not
allowed.

STALLS AND TACK ROOMS:

Stalls and Tack Rooms will be available Saturday, June 14, 2008
through June 22, 2008. Stalls used before or after this time will be
charged an additional daily fee of $20. Early arrivals need to clear
their arrival time and confirm stall assignments with the Barn
Manager, Russ Harris, 503-363-2838, as soon as possible.
Exhibitors occupying incorrect stalls may be charged for cleaning
services and/or additional bedding. Stabling consists of box stalls
with top and bottom doors. Bedding will be provided. You may not
use bedding other than the shavings provided. There will be an
additional charge of $25 per stall for any exhibitor using bedding
other than shavings. Shavings are not permitted in the barn aisles.
Tack rooms and stall areas must be left clean or a $100 fine will be
assessed by the facility. This means all lumber etc must be
removed. NO TEARING DOWN OF STALL FRONTS IN THE
LIVESTOCK PAVILION AND SHOW BARNS UNTIL AFTER
COMPLETION OF THE SHOW.

ARENA DIMENSIONS AND FOOTING:

Stadium (Main indoor arena for Regionals) 100 x 200
Outdoor covered arena 100 x 240
Livestock Pavilion (Indoor Arena), this arena is used by the rest of
the competition. All other arenas, except outdoor warm-up, have
sand/dirt/shavings footing.

GOLF CARTS ETC: GR301.5 (Effective 4/1/05) Minors who do not
have a valid driver's license which allows them to operate a
motorized vehicle in the state in which they reside will not be
permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of any kind, including, but
not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters or farm utility
vehicles, on the competition grounds of recognized competitions.
Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above
described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an
adult with a valid driver’s license. Violations of this rule will be
cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or
trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing the offense.
Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s),
and/or trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of
the competition and charges being filed against any of the above
individuals in accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and other
mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are
exempt from this rule.

CALL FOR CLASSES: To prevent delays, the two-minute rule after
the first horse is entered in the ring will be enforced. We appreciate
your cooperation and request that the paddock managers be
notified of any expected delays for tack changes. Call for classes
are a courtesy only.

ADMISSION TO THE RING: No person will be allowed in the ring
except participants in the class, judges, assistants, and show
photographer. Attendants will be allowed in the ring only after
being called by the judge, ringmaster, or announcer. We request
that all attendants be properly attired.

CANCELLATION OR DIVISION OF CLASSES: The Show
Committee reserves the right to cancel, combine, or divide any
classes or make any scheduling changes necessary for betterment
of the Show. All such changes will be announced. Any regular
Performance class of more than 30 horses competing will be split
and shown in the regular schedules as duplicate sequential classes
with duplicate awards and prizes. Any Performance Championship
that reaches 30 entries competing will be shown as a Semifinal class
with horses selected by the judges for final Competition. Driving
classes will be divided at the discretion of the Show Committee to
permit maximum safety for the exhibitors.

STALLIONS: Stallions may be shown in any performance class
except Walk-Trot and Lead-Line.

BAD CHECKS: There will be a $50 charge for all checks that are
returned for insufficient funds.

DOGS: Dogs will NOT be allowed in the grandstand area. Dogs in
any other area of the facility must be on a leash or confined.

DISCIPLINE: Exhibitors are advised that any act of discourtesy or
disobedience to the officials of this show on part of the owner,
lessee, trainer, groom, rider or member of the family of the person
participating in the show, will disqualify the horse from adjudication.
The management reserves the right to remove a horse, owner,
lessee, trainer, groom, rider or member of the family of the person
participating from the show without being liable for compensation of
damages.

GENERAL INFORMATION & RULES OF THE sHow

AFFIDAVIT FEE:

A $5 fee will be charged for the filing of an USEF membership affidavit in
connection with the failure to present a membership card or a copy thereof.
This fee will be returned by the USEF if the individual has properly applied and
paid for membership and has not received his/her membership card within 30
days of the Association’s receipt of his/her application fee. In the event an
individual files a false affidavit, the Association shall levy a fine of $200.

AMATEUR STATUS:

Every adult (18 years and over) rider competing in classes for the amateurs
must possess a 2008 amateur certification issued by the USEF. There is no
charge to regular USEF members for the certification. Non members must
pay a fee of $30, plus the non-member fee, for amateur certification.

BREED DISCIPLINE FEE:

USEF members and/or non-members who do not have Arabian Breed
Designation will be charged a $5 Breed Discipline fee. Junior members do not
need breed designations.

CANCELLATION OR SUBSTITUTION OF ENTRIES:

To encourage early entries, the management agrees to cancel and refund all
fees for any horse not fit to show provided written notice is given to the Show
Secretary on or before entry closing date. Exhibitors cancelling their entries
for any reason after the official closing date of entries shall forfeit entry and
stall fees. No substitution of horses will be permitted except as provided in
USEF GR1506.2. Absolutely no requests for refunds for any reason
will be considered unless request with supporting documentation is in the
show secretary’s hand PRIOR to 9pm June 14, 2008.

REFUSAL OF ENTRIES:
The management reserves the right to hold classes conditionally, or cancel
entries of any contestant, as stated in USEF GR1509.

TROPHIES & RIBBONS:
This show will award trophies and ribbons to 6™ place in all classes except as
follows:
Non-regional Junior equitation classes — Trophy to first, ribbons to 8™
AHA Medal classes-Medal to first (if three or more entries) ribbons to 8™
Regional Yearling and Two Yr Old Halter Classes — Ribbons to 10%
Region IV Championship Classes — Trophies and ribbons to Top Five,
Reserve Champion — Trophy and ribbon, Champion — Garland, Trophy
and ribbon

In the event there are fewer than 9 horses shown and judged, awards shall
be limited to 50% of the class rounded up.

POST ENTRIES, SCRATCHES OR CHANGES SHOULD BE MADE THE
SESSION PRIOR TO THE CLASS ENTERED.

SPECIAL NOTICE:

The Region IV Board of Directors has directed that entries must be refused
from anyone that has an outstanding obligation to a Region IV affiliated club
or show.

ENTRY FORM CHECK LIST:

Entries must be submitted on the official entry form for this show. Please
print clearly and legibly or use a typewriter to complete the entry form. If
additional forms are required, please make photocopies (of both sides) or
request additional forms.

All horses belonging to one owner must be on one entry form (additional
sheets may be attached). No horse may be entered on more than one entry
form. The complete name and address of the registered owner must appear
in the “Owner” space. One, and only one, owner can appear on each entry
form.

Farm name may not be used unless (1) the stable or farm is the bona fide
owner appearing on the horse’s papers or (2) the stable or farm name has
been registered with USEF and the number shown on the USEF farm
certificate in the space provided. If a farm name is used as the Owner, the
farm must have AHA Business Membership and that Business membership
number must be used as the Owner AHA number. A copy of such card must
accompany the entry.

If Farm/business/trust owned horses are shown in Amateur/Owner classes,
the USEF farm registration certificate showing names of all owners of the farm
must be included with entry and all owners of the farm must be members of
the immediate family.

If exhibitor is buying the horse on contract, the buyer may be shown as the
owner on the entry form: a copy of the contract must be submitted with the
entry as proof of ownership. Reminder; horses entered in AO classes must
have registration papers showing the rider/handler or member of the
exhibitors family as recorded owners of the horse.

Owner (or agent), trainer, all riders/handlers/coaches must sign the entry
form in the spaces provided. If owner is the trainer, owner must sign
on both owner and trainer spaces. (Trainer is “any adult who has the
responsibility for care, training, custody or performance of a horse). Parent or
guardian must sign for junior exhibitor in the space provided on back of entry
form.

Complete qualification data (qualifying class name, show name &
date, placing, rider/handler, # of horses in class) must be included
on front of entry form for all horses entered in Regional
Championship classes.

After completing the entry form, mail it together with the following to the
address listed below:

--- a check (not postdated) for all fees and charges (no credit cards)

--- a copy of both sides of the registration papers for ALL horses

entered.

--- a copy of the AHA & USEF membership cards for the owner, trainer and all
riders.

--- a copy of the purchase contract if the owner listed on the entry form is not
the owner shown on the registration papers.

REMINDER:

An incomplete entry fee of $10 (per missing data) will be assessed for entries
received without registration papers for entered horses, membership cards for
owners, trainer, rider/driver/handler or incomplete qualification data for
horses/riders entered in Regional Championship classes.

PADDOCK AREA CONDUCT:

There shall be no conduct in the paddock area which disturbs or creates a
hazard to horses or handlers, or spectators, except the whip properly carried
by a handler in the paddock area.

DUSTERS:
In all classes requiring grooms or other assistants, proper attire is required.

RULES:

This horse show is conducted in accordance with the rules of the United
States Equestrian Federation, Chapter AR — Arabian, Half-Arabian and Anglo-
Arabian Divisions. The official Rule Book of USEF will prevail. Each
participant in this show is responsible for knowledge of and is subject to the
USEF Rules. Questions not covered by USEF Rules will be decided by the
Show Commission and its decision will be final.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS:

Horses shown in this division must have been issued a certificate of
registration from the Arabian Horse Association, Inc. and/or the Canadian
Arabian Horse Registry or if under one year of age, be eligible for registration
and registration applied for.

INDEMNITY & NON-RESPONSIBILITY CLAUSES:

All entries are accepted with the understanding that Region IV will not be held
responsible for any loss, damage or injury to any horse exhibited or any
article of any kind. All horses shall be under the control and direction of the
Show Commission; but solely the risk of the exhibitor, who will be responsible
for any loss, damage or injury to any person, animal or property occasioned
by him, his agents or employees, or by any animal owned or exhibited by him,
and shall indemnify Region IV & Arabian Horse Association against any and all
loss, damages and liability thus occasioned, included, but not limited to, any
and all legal costs, including attorney fees, which may incur as a result
thereof. The submitting of any Entry Form to the Show Secretary shall
constitute an acceptance by each person signing same of the provisions
herein set forth.

DISCIPLINE:

Exhibitors are warned that any act of discourtesy or disobedience to the
officials of this show on the part of the owner, exhibitor, agent, lessee,
trainer, groom, rider, driver, handler, or family of the above, will disqualify the
horse from adjudication. The management reserves the right to remove a
horse, owner, exhibitor, agent, trainer, lessee, groom, rider, driver or handler
from the show without being liable for compensation or damages.

JUDGES:

If for any reason a judge fails to attend this show or to perform his/her
duties, the Show Commission reserves the right to substitute a judge for one
who is officially designated in the Prize List.
